This appliance has a cord that has a grounding
wire with a 3-prong plug. The power cord must be
lugged info an outlet that is properly grounded.

ﬁ’rhe outlet is a 2-prong wall outlet, it must be
replaced with a properly grounded 3-prong wall
outlet. The serial rating p|0|’re indicates the voltage
and frequency the appliance is designed for.

WARNING - Improper use of the grounding
plug can result in a risk of electric shock.
Consult a qualified electrician or service agent
if the grounding instructions are not comp%’reb/
understood, or if doubt exists as to whether the
appliance is properly grounded.

Do not connect your appliance to extension
cords or together with another appliance in the
same wall outlet.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

LOCATION

Two people should be used when moving the
appliance.

Remove inferior and exterior packaging prior fo
installation. Wipe the outside of the appliance
with a soft, dry cloth and the inside witﬁ a
lukewarm wet cloth.

Place the appliance on a floor that is stron
enough to support it when it is fully loaded.

Do not place the appliance in direct sunlight or
near sources of heat, such as a stove or heo’rer,
as this can increase electrical consumption.
Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also
cause the appliance to perform improperly.

Do not use the apﬁhance near water, for
example in a wet basement or near a sink.

This appliance is intended for household use
on|f/. It is not designed for outside installation,
including anywhere that is not temperature
controlled (garages, porches, vehicles, etc.).

Before connecting the appliance to a power
source, let it s’ran% upright for approximately

6 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a
malfunction in the cooling system from handling
during transportation.

This appliance is 44.5 cm (17.5 inches) wide
by 51 cm (20 inches) high by 50.5 cm (19.9
inches) deep. Do not cover any of the ventilation
openings with any material as the appliance
needs adequate space to breathe.

Allow 12.7 cm (5 inches) of space between the
back, sides and top of the appliance and all
adjacent walls.

This appliance is intended for free-standing
installation only and is not intended to be
built into a cabinet or counter.

TEMPERATURE CONTROL

The temperature is controlled by the temperature
knob on the back of the appliance.

On the c?rqduated blue dial, the thicker, darker
blue indicates colder temperatures and the thinner,
lighter blue indicates warmer temperatures.

The internal temperature will vary depending on
the ambient room temperature, tKe qucmfirK of
beverages stored, and the frequency that the door is
openec(ﬁ

Setting the control knob to just past the middle point
of the graduated blue line should provide adequate
cooling.

To turn the appliance off, turn the control knob to
the “0” position.

LEVELING INSTRUCTIONS

There is an adjustable leg on the bottom of the
appliance that can be turned up or down to ensure
that the appliance is level.

1. Turn the leveling leg counter-clockwise as far as
it will go, until f%\e top of the foot is touching the
bottom of the cabinet.

2. Slowly turn the leveling leg clockwise until the
appliance is level.

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STORAGE INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance can hold up to 17 wine bottles of
750 ml size.

Place four bottles on the two top shelves.

Place three bottles on top of the four bottles on the
second shelf.

Place three bottles on each shelf of the two lower
shelves.

SHELF INSTRUCTIONS

To remove a shelf from its locked position, lift the
rear of the shelf upward and then slide the shelf out
of the unit.

To replace the shelf, ensure it is resting securely on
the support brackets and then push inward until the
shelf locks into place.

Note: Do not cover shelves with aluminum foil or
any other material that will prevent air circulation
within the appliance as this can adversely affect
internal temperature.

DOOR REVERSAL INSTRUCTIONS

If the appliance is placed on its back or side for any
length of time during this process, it must be allowed
to remain upright for 6 hours before plugging it in
to avoid damage fo the internal components.

1. Remove the two screws from the back of the
worktop, lift the back of the worktop and push
it toward the front of the appliance to remove it.
Remove the worktop hinge hole cover from the
left side of the worktop and move it to the hinge
hole on the right side of the worktop.

2. Remove the screw from the door spindle cover
and remove the upper right hinge and door
from the cabinet. Eemove the door spindle from
the upper right hinge.

3. Remove the lower hinge hole cover from the
bottom left side of the door and move it to the
bottom right side of the door.

4. Remove the adjustable foot and the two screws
holding the bottom hinge. Move the bottom

hinge to the left side of the cabinet and installl

witﬁ the screws. Install the adjustable foot on the

left side of the appliance and move the solid foot

to the right side of the appliance.

5. The upper left hinge is in the accessory ba?
inside the appliance. Install the door spindle
on the upper left hinge. Install the upper left
hinge and door onto the cabinet. Install the door
spindle cover with a screw. Reinstall the worktop
by laying it on top of the appliance and pushing
it fowarc? the chE until it clicks into place and
then reinstall the two screws at the back.

Note: When reinstalling the door, ensure that the
top of the door is level with the top of the cabinet
and that the rubber gasket makes a good seal with s '

the cabinet all the way around. [ 0

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CARE & MAINTENANCE

CLEANING

Ensure the appliance is unplugged before cleaning.

¢ To clean the inside of the appliance, use a soft
cloth and a solution of a ’raﬁ?espoon of baking
soda fo one quart of water or some mild
detergent.

*  Wash removable shelves in a mild detergent
solution, then dry and wipe with a soft c?oth.

 Clean the outside with a soft, damp cloth and
some mild detergent.

e |t is important to keep the area clean where the
door seals against the cabinet. Clean this area
with a soapy cloth. Rinse with a damp cloth and
let dry.

Note: Do not use cleaners containing ammonia or
alcohol on the appliance. Ammonia or alcohol can
damage the appearance of the appliance. Never
use any commercial or abrasive cleaners or sharp
objects on any part of the appliance.

POWER FAILURE

Most power failures are corrected within a few
hours and should not affect the temperature of your
appliance if you minimize the number of times the

oor is opened. If the power is going to be off for
a longer period of time, take the proper steps to
protect your contents.

Note: Wait 3 to 5 minutes before attempting
to restart the appliance if operation has been
inferrupted.

DEFROST

This appliance is equipped with an automatic
defrost function cng d%es not require manual
defrosting. Defrost water from the appliance is
channeled into a drip tray located above the
compressor. Heat transfer from the compressor
causes the defrost water to evaporate.
